DAS BIER
(The Beer)

1. DEVIL’S TREASURE

Hefeweizen (4.6%) ... 160z. $7 / 50z. $2.50

In the German tradition, this beer has gone through a single
decoction mash process and ferulic acid rest; subtle aroma of
spice and banana; straw color with light haze; a balance of
yeast and clove flavors, finishes with residual spicy notes.

2. JUICEFUL

New England IPA (6.6%) ... 160z. $8/50z. $3

Light gold with haze; big aroma of fresh citrus; tropical fruit
flavor (pineapple & mango) and herbal spices are dominant,
with a mild bitterness in the finish.

4. LUCY’S LOCAL

Red Rye IPA (7.1%) ... 160z. $8 / 50z. $3

Hazy red color; grapefruit & pine aroma with dense off-white
foam; toasty malt flavor 1s dominant with a light caramel
sweetness; grapefruit and pine hop flavor is long lasting with a
moderate amount of bittering through the finish; made with
NYS malt (from Batavia, NY) and hops (from Walcott and
Ontario, NY)

5. SNOWED IN

Winter Warmer (7.9%) ... 120z. $8 / 5oz. $4

Made with sweet cherries, cinnamon, and vanilla bean; fine
mousse-like off white foam on top of a hazy copper liquid;
aroma of a fresh bread dough, toffee and cherries; first sip 1s a
burst of sugary cinnamon, followed by spicy caramel cherries
and [inished by a warming sensation in the chest; finishes
sweet and comforting.

6. OLD SINNER

Altbier German Style Brown Ale (5.3) .160z. $7 /50z. $2.50
Clear dark copper color with a dense white foam; toffee malt
aroma; malt flavor 1s forward with notes of toffee and toasted
dark bread; finish 1s dry with a gentle touch of hop bitterness.

7.7 YOUNG GOATS

Maibock (6.1%)...160z $8 /50z $3

Light copper color with white foam; the aroma suggests
bread dough and yeast; the first sip 1s warming and relaxing
as the alcohol slowly moves from the belly to the nervous
system; malty sweet but not cloyingly so; perfect for
thoughts of warm weather.

8. PRINCE EDWARD IN A CAN

English Pale Ale (5.6%) ... 160z. $7 / b0z. $2.50

Clear golden color with off white foam; Delicate hop
aroma of lavender and spice with subtle malty notes;
Medium bitterness with a supporting caramel malt flavor,
followed by notes of biscuits and honey. A very drinkable
and nviting beer!

9. FOR ELISE

Vienna Lager (5.5%) ... 160z. $7 / 5oz. $2.50

A clear, light copper color with fine beige foam; aroma of
toasted bread and caramel; lightly toasted malt flavor
backed up by a gentle hop bitterness; the dry malt finish
begs for another sip.

10. HOLLE’S LITTLE PILSNER

German Pilsner (5.4%) ... 160z. $7 / 50z. $2.50

Clear light gold with a white gold crown of foam; noble
hops give the aroma of spiciness; flavor 1s a balance of
bready malt and moderate hop bitterness that keeps you
wanting another taste.

11. DESCENDING DARKNESS

Eclipse Dark Lager (5.1%)...160z $7 /50z $2.50

Dark brown with ruby highlights; light tan head; malty
chocolate aroma; dry dark chocolate flavor; malty and Light
bodied; light bitterness at the finish.

12. SKARA BRAE

Scotch Ale (8.6%) ... 120z. $8 / 50z. $4.00

A dark rich copper color with a fine light tan foam; the
aroma 1s all about malt; notes of dark cherries and plums;
the flavor is sweet with toffee and dark fruit tones yet
finishes dry; the smooth alcohol warmth is buried in the
aftertaste; this is a sipper!

nice sweetness and a bright, clean finish

Semi Dry Riesling/ $9 Delightful apricot & peach notes on
the nose, followed by a subtle hint of honey.

Dry Riesling/ $9 Delicate stone fruit characteristics on the
nose, with strong minerology on the finish to provide a
delightfully full mouthfeel.

Unoaked Chardonnay/ $9 Delightfully creamy mouthfeel

with a subtle hint of pear on the nose.

Griiner Veltner/ $10 Dry. Beautifully soft avidity with a
subtle hint of honeydew on the nose and white pepper
finish.
